Old Business:
Audit Findings – Nothing yet.
Status of PTO website – The website is up and running.  Tiffany Hudok does not want to use the Yola site anymore due to complications with it.  She will need to send something to Tara for approval to get away from the Yola site. 
Fall festival info on webpage – Michelle has a report ready to email to Tiffany.
Fall festival update – Prizes are in—increased budget for a few things—spent $215 more on prizes, but still within overall budget.  Not using tickets this year—it will be strictly be arm bands, which are $10 for first child and $8 for each additional child.  Christy asked Michelle what bank funds they will need that day because she will be out of town that weekend.  Ticket info will be going home with students later this week.  Most of the games are the same.  There will be 3 bounce houses from Bounce St. Louis.  There will be a balloon artist that will do 5 different designs.  Tara stated we will need a certificate of insurance from the bounce house company.  There needs to be a copy with District 7, Goshen Elementary and Goshen PTO.  It can be emailed to Tara.  There is a desperate need for volunteers.  Set up will be Friday night—the building will remain open until 11PM.  
Spirit wear update – Tara talked to Shay Kovar and she has order forms for bling shirts ready.  Allison is working on the T-shirt form.  We really need to get this going.  Shay wanted to start today but couldn’t because she didn’t have everything she needed.  It was decided to just stick with the 3 designs and work on the 4th one for next year.  The order forms need to be out by the end of this week.  Stacy will follow up with Allison.
Mrs. Siron’s rug update – Allison ordered the run through Scholastic and paid for it with Scholastic bucks and it is here and in her room.
Room parent coordination – A question was raised as to what happened to the room parent folders from last year.  The folders need to be updated.  Stacy will check with Tara Reid, the chair from last year.  Michelle will start working on it.

New Business:
Family portrait day – Thinking of doing a holiday theme picture this year.  We want to do it with time to get them back for Christmas.  Stacy will check with Kim Ackerman, the photographer, to ensure that Nov 5th is ok for photo shoots.  We will try to have a flyer sent home with kids by Friday.  
School Kids commitment – If we make a commitment now for the next school year, we will receive incentives.  Michelle asked how many kids actually purchase the kits.  The answer was not very many.  The board decided against doing it again next year.  We do not feel there is a need for it and it does not make any money.
Entertainment Book commitment - Again, if we commit to this fundraiser this year we will receive incentives for next years sales.  Tara suggested doing a walk-a-thon.  Other schools in the district have done this and have made thousands of dollars.  There’s no cost, just profit.  There needs to be some research done on exactly how to do it.  This is something that could be done during school hours on the Liberty track.  
Yearbook committee- Stacy said that Jen Hurley is now on board for yearbook committee.  They have a meeting with Interstate tomorrow.    Tara wants the yearbooks to be at a consistent price point.
Assembly dates for yearbook DEP – Michelle will send Stacy the dates of the assemblies so she can get it to Kim so there will be a DEP at each one.  Michelle stated that you cannot take pictures of the Rep Theater assembly.
PTO closet fire code – Tara said we had the annual inspection by the fire department.  There needs to be 18 inches of space below the sprinkler heads.  We have some things in the closet that are stacked too high, so we need to go in and take a few things down.  This could be done around fall fest time since things will be pulled down anyway.  
Square 1 Art update – Table until next time when Allison is present.  Tara said the art teacher finished the projects with the kids.  Tara had some of the kids re-do some of the projects, but overall the kids did a wonderful job.  The artwork will be turned in by Friday—it has to be shipped back to the company by Oct 25.  They are really turning out cute.
Committee compilations for report – Michelle needs reports by Oct 16th.  It was brought up that Jill King, the decorations chair, said that only one person showed up to help with the fall decorations.  Is there anyway to get more people to help out?  Holiday decorating takes a full day and maybe even 2 days, so we really need some helpers.
Newsletter – Tara needs the info for the newsletter by Oct 24th.  The executive board needs to send her the info and she will put it into the template.    We will eliminate the middle-man because it’s really not needed.
